1. Philosophy Statement- Provide a brief statement describing your current beliefs

about education and explain how you see the purposes of school and the roles

and relationships of teachers and students in a diverse democratic society.

2. Experience Statement- Provide a brief reflection about an experience from
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your life and discuss how that experience might influence your work with a 

diverse population of students. 

3. Introduction Statement- Write a letter to parents introducing yourself as a

new teacher and stating what their children should expect to learn during the

school year.

4. Impact Statement- Describe a teacher who made the greatest impact on

your life (either positive or negative) and discuss why this teacher made

such an impact.
